leagues and their roles in shaping
societies, were some of the themes
dealt with, kindly but firmly. The
result was an enriching hour of
added value, as the speakers
recounted how they broke through
glass ceilings, without being affect-
ed by the shards.

Recalling her personal journey
with the hijab, Rabia said that she
had migrated to the USA at age six-
teen, to pursue her dream of being
in the fashion industry. “I had
already moved from New York to
California,” she said, “when 9/11
took place.” She said it was a diffi-
